Class 1: Training Stakes (Unaffiliated) open to any age of rider, lead rein allowed, jumps max 50cm and help
will be given when necessary. For genuine novice combinations only.

BSPS Heritage WHP - Judges: Mrs J Maclnnes & Mrs G M McMurray
Class 2: BSPS Heritage Mountain & Moorland Novice WHP
Ponies 4 years old or over, not exceeding 122cms. Riders any age.
Class 3: BSPS Heritage Mountain & Moorland Novice WHP
Ponies 4 years old or over, exceeding 122cms but not exceeding 138cms. Riders any age.
Class 4: BSPS Heritage Mountain & Moorland Novice WHP
Ponies 4 years old or over, exceeding 138cms. Rider any age.
Heritage Novice WHP Championship — open to 1% & 2™ prize winners from classes 2, 3 & 4.
Class 5: BSPS Heritage Mountain & Moorland Open (Restricted) WHP Mixed Height.
In a Mixed Height Heritage WHP Class riders may ride more than one animal
provided the animals are of a different height section.

Class 6: Training Stakes (Unaffiliated) open to any age of rider, jumps max 70cm and help will be given
where necessary. For genuine novice combinations only.

Training Stakes Championship — open to 1°* & 2" prize winners from classes 1 & 6.

Class 7: BSPS Novice Nursery Stakes Class

Ponies 4 yrs old and over, not exceeding 133cms. Riders not to have attained their 12" birthday
before 1° January in the current year.

Class 8: BSPS Open (Restricted) Nursery Stakes Class.

Ponies 4 yrs old and over, not exceeding 133cms. Riders not to have attained their 12" birthday
before 1** January in the current year. 1%, 2" and 3™ & 3 highest placed Restricted to qualify.

Mini WHP Championship — open to 1% & 2" prize winners from classes 7 & 8.



Class 9: BSPS Novice WHP - 133cms

Ponies 4 yrs old and over, not exceeding 133cms. Riders not to have attained their 14 birthday
before 1* January in the current year.

Class 10: BSPS Novice WHP — 143cms

Ponies 4 yrs old and over, exceeding 133cms and not exceeding 143cms. Riders not to have attained
their 17" birthday before 1% January in the current year.

Class 11: BSPS Novice WHP - 153cms

Ponies 4 yrs old and over, exceeding 143cms and not exceeding 153cms. Riders not to have attained
their 20" birthday before 1% January in the current year.

Class 12: BSPS Novice Intermediate WH

Ponies 4 yrs old and over, exceeding 148cms and not exceeding 158cms. Riders not to have attained
their 25™ birthday before 1% January in the current year.

Novice WHP/WH Championship - open to 1" & 2 prize winners from Classes 9, 10, 11 & 12.
Class 13: BSPS Mixed Height Open (Restricted) WHP/WH - Not exceeding 158cms

Competitors must jump in the correct height section and be the correct age for the height of the
animal. In a Mixed Height WHP/WH class riders may ride more than one animal, providing the
animals are in different height sections. Riders must declare if they are competing in the 153cm or
Intermediate section.

Class 14: Novice Working Hunter Horse — exceeding 153cms (Unaffiliated)
Height of fences 2’9” (max). Not to have won three open working hunter classes.
Class 15: Ruth Lears Working Hunter — exceeding 153cms

Mare or gelding 4 years old or over exceeding 153cms. Rider any age.
Minimum height 2ft 9in max height 3ft 3in. The first 3 to qualify for BSPS Winter Championships.

Class 16: Open Working Hunter Horse — exceeding 153cms (Unaffiliated)
Height of fences 3'3” (max).
WH Horse Championship - open to 1% & 2™ prize winners from Classes 14, 15 & 16.

To maximise the jumping arena, competitors will be required to ride a short show immediately following their
jumping round in the same format used for BSPS Winter Champs.

Rules & Regulations: All Classes are open to non BSPS members

1. All rules are per the 2012 BSPS Rule & Show Handbook. All ponies must be 4 years or over. Ages of riders
as per the 2012 Rule & Handbook.

2. The above classes apart from classes 1, 6, 14 & 16 are qualifiers for the BSPS Winter Championship Show.
The 1%, 2" & 3™ prize winners will qualify in the Novice Classes and in the Mixed Height Open (Restricted)



Classes the 1%, 2™ 3™ & 4™ prize winners overall will qualify and the four highest placed Restricted animals
will qualify, (riders on Restricted animals MUST wear an armband when they enter the ring).

Animals must be registered before the date of the Show at which they qualify for the Winter Championships
and must be ridden by BSPS Members, except in the case of exhibitors who have never been members
before, who are allowed 7 days in which to become members and register their ponies, providing they have
a valid JMB Certificate before the date of the Championships they qualify for.
